Prostate Cancer Group

Via Skype, Jelle Barentsz discussed the
recent work of the group. The board was
very impressed, though it was agreed that
the large amount of material, currently
over 70 pages, will be condensed to the
approximate size of the guidelines on
contrast media. A valuable piece work for

prostate researchers.

Paediatric Working Group

Michael Riccabona elaborated on the plans
of the working group. “Imaging in
childhood renal transplantation and
paediatric cystic disease”, Fred Avni and
M. Riccabona will do the cystic part, and,
assisted by S. Ordning and B. Damasio,
the transplantation part.

Also, a large project planned with ESPR
and Euroson promotion of US contrast
material in children, 4,000 reported news

with no side effects for IV use. This is a

very important issue. With this data, the
group hopes to receive funding for a

project and backing from the EU.

The NEW diploma in radiology was held
at ECR 2011 for the first time this year.

G. Heinz-Peer, L. Derchi and M. Claudon
were all nominated as examiners for ESR's
European Diploma in Radiology - MCQ
and Case Collection Structure. It will be
interesting to hear their experience with

this.

EuroAIM, a joint initiative by EIBIR, is
looking for representatives from all the
ESR managed subspecialty societies and
H. Thoeny was nominated for this

position.

ESUR Website

The website continues to be visited, on
average, by approx. 4,000 visitors each
month.
